	Objectives:

To write a diary entry

	Tell children they are going to write a diary entry as if they were a spectator in the crowd on the opening of the railway line.

Show children image on flipchart taken from 2000 Northern Echo.

Hand out images if necessary. 

Discuss different scenarios; record ideas on board

i.e what was the date?

i.e where were they watching form- Brussleton, Darlington or Stockton. 

What was the weather like?

Was there a big crowd- how many were there?

Point out to children that there aren’t any women mentioned in the news report or visible on image from the 2000 Echo.

Children should have lots of ideas but can refer back to the 1825 news report and the information from the KWL children use this as a basis to write their diary entry.

They need to use facts from the news article such as the times, place names, the sounds ie referring to Locomotion1 letting of steam and the crowd running away in fright.
