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Lesson Plan 1

Focus of lesson 

e.g Using census information to identify the lifestyle and structure of family groups in history.

Key Questions

When did Queen Victoria live?

What was life like for people in Victorian times?

History Objectives: K1, K2, E1, O1,O2

Using the Activity 

Put Victorians in correct place on timeline, children do this in groups with personal timelines and historical periods cut out to move around. 

What does rich mean? Poor? 

What would you expect to see in the houses of rich and poor today? Discussion of social situation in Victorian England. Look at photographs provided. Discussion.

About the Source

The photographs show the lives of poor and middle class Victorian families. Interior and exterior of homes.  

Further activities 

Diary of a typical day from the point of view of the character you were.

What would the people in the photographs have thought of each other?

Literacy Activities 

D1, D2, D3

In the role of one of the inhabitants of one of the houses, answer questions posed by an interviewer who has come to discover what life is like for you. Swap with your partner, who is to be a different person from a different picture. Model to the class and share your work. 

Make notes as you go to help.

Numeracy Activities

What was the average size of families in each of the households, that you can see from the pictures?
