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Focus of lesson 

Identify how the area near the school has changed using photographs.  

Compare and contrast two photographs.

Lesson 5 – Using photographs as evidence
Key Questions  

How has the area changed?

What features are the same / different?

History objectives: K1, K2, E1, O1, O2

Using the Activity

Show each set of photographs starting with the oldest taken in 1951, then 1953 and present day.  Ask children if they recognise the area in the photograph.

Focus attention on the trees, shape of road, telegraph poles, bollards, traffic lights,etc

Children will spot features which are the same and different.

Discuss reasons why area has changed.

Children will compare and contrast two photographs.

About the Source

Photographs of the Neville’s Cross crossroads from when it was constructed in 1951 and 1953.  They were taken by the construction company and held in the archives.

Photographs taken from the same spot were taken by teacher as a comparison.

All photographs presented on interactive whiteboard for easy sharing.

Work through online comparison and contrast guide to help explain to children how to compare two different subjects.

Follow similarities and differences outline to discuss two photographs.

Children will write three paragraphs:

Introduction – giving a summary of what the report is about and the dates of the photographs used.

2nd paragraph – Similarities between photos

3rd paragraph – Differences between photos

Conclusion – Summarise your own thoughts and opinions about the changes.
