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Focus of lesson 8 

Using pictures of Baikal and notes collected throughout the project to plan a story.

Key Questions

How can we use the facts as the basis of a story?

What would be similar to and what different from today?

History objectives: K1, K2, H1, E1,O1,O2

Using the Activity

Recap what has been found out about our area 100 years ago.

Discuss characters and settings.

Divide the children small groups to plan a story, then individuals use these plans to write the story.

Summarise the ideas about the times by hot seating some characters.

About the Source

The sources all focus on our school, Westmorland Street  which is situated next to it so the children who lived there would have used our school, and the shipyards where the men from that street would have worked.  

Further activities 

Consider the similarities and differences between life 100 years ago and today.

Discuss how men and their families would have felt about one of their menfolk going to Lake Baikal for work.

Discuss family life, the roles of men and women, and special events in people’s lives. What and where would children play? What would people’s diets be? How could they supplement their diets with fresh fruit and vegetables? Is there anywhere nearby for allotments? Look at the early 1900s map.

Plan and write a story based on the facts found out, and imagination, around a family in Westmorland Street 100 years ago. Lower ability draw a storyboard.

Speaking and Listening: hot seat characters and freeze frame parts of the story.
