Why were these particular areas chosen as targets?

About the Source


A bomb attacks on Middlesbrough in 1940 – 1942 caused the railway station and various strategic areas in Middlesbrough to be destroyed. 29 people were killed and 33 seriously injured.


In the days leading up to the bombing children had been evacuated from Middlesbrough, boarding trains at Middlesbrough train station. 


Reports from during the raid, pictures of the bombed train station and maps of the bombing allowed the children to get a true picture of what had happened that day. 





 Literacy Activities


Starter 


Explain that we will look at today what happened to people in Britain/Middlesbrough when the war was on. Listen to the sound of the air raid siren.  


What do the children think this sound is? Explain that it was used to alert people that bombers were on their way. What did the people have to do when they heard the sound?  





Introduction


Discuss and show map of the places that were bombed, discuss why they think it was these places in particular.


Suggest reasons why some areas of a city were more likely to be bombed than others. Discuss how the bombing could be stopped





Main Activities


Look at a local newspaper from the time of the bombings and identify key language & presentational features, e.g. headlines, paragraphs, quotations, photographs (with captions), by-line to show when & where the article was written & by whom. Identify the use of e.g. alliteration in headlines, use of 3rd person & past tense. The author is not usually recounting an event that they participated in, but reporting facts about an event that has happened elsewhere. They may give an opinion too.  Compare with recounts.


Group 1 -Write a newspaper report on the bombing of the Train Station. Create a headline using alliteration for effect. Blank frame provided.
