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Focus of lesson

To find out about the experiences and feelings of evacuees, from a wide range of information sources

About the Source


Original evacuation forms, from Middlesbrough Director of Education (1940) were provided by Teesside Archive. These allowed children to look at original forms and then fill in a replica. Replica Identity cards were carried around by children all day and class wardens asked to see their cards. This brought history alive!


The evacuee suitcase allowed the children to try on the items and decide what they would put into the case.





 Literacy Activities


Starter 


Recap on what we learned about last lesson. Show children evacuees suitcase. Explain about evacuation and discuss with children why it happened and where children were evacuated. 


With partner children make a list of items they would take if being evacuated.





Introduction


Children fill in an application form for evacuation. Make a list of positives and negatives of evacuation. Come back together with main group and discuss. 





Main Activities


Discuss and write with class a list of powerful adjectives and adverbs to describe how an evacuee would be feeling. Talk about the different ways they would be feeling & the variety of responses e.g. fear, excitement 


Group 1 and 2 - write a diary extract or letter home from the point of view of an evacuee. They can decide on how they feel about being an evacuee. Writing frames provided.


Group 3 – AS above with writing frame & key words


SEN  – Write a list of various items needed in an evacuee’s suitcase.

Further activities


Hot seat a parent /child and ask questions of their feelings of evacuation.


Drama – Arguments for and against evacuation Set up the room as a town meeting-  agents facing families.  Ask 1 or 2 volunteers to open the meeting and give a brief summary of what it’s about.  Families can then ask questions; agents will work as a team to respond to them.


Create own label for evacuation.


Write a postcard home to parents.
