 History/ Literacy Activities


Starter 


Show the children some pages from different information books on WWII. Ask the children to identify the different ways that the information has been presented in each of the books. Get the children to practise finding key words by scanning the text in one of the pages from a non-fiction book about the class topic. Call out key words and get the children to race to see how can find the words the quickest.


Introduction


Provide the children with a copy of a page from the book. Ask the children to scan the text quickly to find some key words about the topic. Discuss techniques for finding the words quickly i.e. scanning eyes from left to right quickly, using finger to track through text quickly. Discuss key questions with children ask them to discuss and answer as a group





Main Activities





Children then move into mixed ability groupings to create a group WWII chart. Each group has a different area covered in previous sessions. Use pictures of Archive material to support displays.
