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Lesson 9

Focus of lesson 
To teach the children of the role of women in war, in particular the Women’s Land Army.

Key Questions

What jobs were the ladies responsible for?
Why were they needed on the land?

Was life easy or hard?

History Objectives: K1,K2, E1,E2,H1,O1, O2

Using the Activity

Pupils watch footage of the Land Army at work.

Pupils meet the ladies and hear their stories.

They get the opportunity to ask the questions that they devised.

They take notes.

About the Source
There are eight ladies who are prepared to come into school to talk to the children, obviously depending on how fit they are on the day.  If it should not be possible to meet with the ladies, accounts can be taken from “Wooler at War” and “The Land Girls of Northumberland.”

Further activities 

Some pupils will use their notes to write a biography. 

Pupils to devise questions to interview a relative on their wartime experiences.  To write up in neat.
